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All are invited to join Bishop Earl K. Fernandes, the faithful from the Diocese of Columbus, and the pilgrims from The 
National Eucharistic Revival for a weeklong Eucharistic procession from June 24th to 30th through the Diocese of 
Columbus, while on pilgrimage to the National Eucharistic Congress. Stops along the way will be; St. Joseph, Somerset; 
St. Francis de Sales, Newark; Seton Parish, Pickerington; Christ the King, Columbus; St. Charles Preparatory School, 
Columbus; St. Paul the Apostle, Westerville; St. Joseph Cathedral. Columbus. To register: columbuscatholic.org/revival 
There are 4 routes traveling across the country to the National Eucharistic Congress, our Diocese is on the route named 
after St. Elizabeth Ann Seton, the first American-born saint to be canonized by the Catholic Church. A lifelong protestant, 
the young mother and widow was drawn to the Presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. St. Elizabeth Ann opened the first free 
Catholic school for girls in America in 1810. Her work laid the foundation for what is now the parochial school system. 
Leaving from New Haven, CT, the eastern arm of the Pilgrimage will begin near the Atlantic coast, journey through our 
nation’s oldest diocese (the Archdiocese of Baltimore), and across the Appalachian Mountains. The Seton Route will be 
punctuated by many meaningful stops. Pilgrims will visit holy sites, embrace the sacraments daily, and publicly proclaim 
Christ’s Real Presence in the Eucharist as they accompany him on his way to the 10th National Eucharistic Congress. 
Make your plans to meet up with this historic Pilgrimage: columbuscatholic.org/evangelization/national-eucharistic-revival
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The Gospel presents us with the beautiful metaphor of the vine and the branches. Jesus emphasizes the importance 
of remaining in Him to bear fruit. Like branches that cannot survive, let alone bear fruit when severed from the vine, our 
spiritual lives wither without a deep and sustaining connection to Christ. This imagery invites us to consider the nature 
of the fruit we're called to bear. It's not merely about individual accomplishments but about contributing to the flourishing 
of the whole community, to the glory of God. Bearing fruit requires trust and drawing strength from the Lord. It involves 
pruning—letting go of what hinders our growth and embracing a process of spiritual refinement. This is not always 
comfortable, but it is necessary for growth. We are reminded that our efforts, grounded in faith and sustained by grace, 
can lead to abundant life for ourselves and for others. Let us draw strength from our connection to Christ, the true vine, 
trusting that He will guide and sustain us in our journey. 

Reflection Questions for the Week
Reflect on the metaphor of the vine and the branches. How connected do you feel to Christ in your daily life?  

What practices help you remain in Him, and what might be some "pruning" you need to undergo to bear more fruit?
Consider the fruits of your life and faith. What fruits are you most proud of, and what areas feel barren or in need of 

growth? How can you cooperate with God's grace to become more fruitful in those areas?
